•Certificate 1 – Basic Installation
Provides a solid foundation in electrical 
theory and application. Effectively a 
refresher and test of underpinning 
knowledge, the elements covered are 
essential to anyone working on electrical 
installation. 



MESF Certificate 2

•Certificate 2 - FITAS
Provides the theory and practical 
knowledge of best practice in line with 
the UK code of practice FCS1362.

Accreditation under FITAS is based upon 
successful completion of this certificate



MESF Certificate 3

•Certificate 3 – FITAS Advanced

Intended to provide a high level of technical 
theory and practical knowledge, in line with the 
UK code of practice FCS1362 and focusing on 
specific areas of knowledge in line with the 
requirements of the Emergency Services, MOD 
and those concerned with the Critical National 
Infrastructure.

In Summary

•FITAS accreditation will be upheld by regular 
testing of each individual scheme member.

•The FITAS qualification(s) will be re-tested 
every 3 years to allow updated knowledge to be 
evidenced.

•Live Auditing will take place once in every 3 
year cycle to ensure adherence to ‘best 
practice’.

•Finally, there will be unscheduled on-line 
testing of installer knowledge, again during each 
3 year cycle.
